	Analyzing and Creating Journalistic Texts: Documentaries and Vlogs

Content Standard: The learners demonstrate their multiliteracies and communicative competence in evaluating informational texts (journalistic texts: documentaries and vlogs) and transactional texts (letter of application) for clarity of meaning, purpose, and target audience as a foundation for publishing original informational and transactional texts.

Performance Standard: The learners analyze the style, form, and features of informational texts (documentaries and vlogs) and transactional texts (letter of application); evaluate informational and transactional texts for clarity of meaning, purpose, and target audience; and compose and publish original multimodal informational texts (documentaries and vlogs) and transactional texts (letter of application) using appropriate forms and structures that represent their meaning, purpose, and target audience.

Lesson Overview: This four-session lesson plan guides Grade 10 learners through examining the structure, clarity, and purpose of journalistic texts, focusing on documentaries and vlogs. Learners analyze global and local examples, connect to familiar Philippine contexts, and ultimately design their own journalistic text inspired by the myth 'Theseus and the Minotaur.'
